Suggestions for Marketing the JFI Postcards

· The best way to market the Justice for Immigrant’s (JFI) is through parishes.  Methods range from announcing the campaign from the pulpit and providing a table for parishioners to sign the postcard to marketing them at parish events that may be more amendable to the pro-immigrant message.
· Dioceses, at the direction of the bishop, may decide to market the postcards in some parishes and not in others.  The goal of the campaign is to maximize the number of signed cards, which is left to the discretion of each bishop or diocese.
· Parish events may include any associated parish activity, such as bake sales, dinners, celebrations around a particular event/feast day, young adult events, or parish meetings.  The best method of marketing the postcards is word of mouth.   The Social Action Committee of a parish could develop a plan for marketing the postcards in a parish.
· Catholic schools or universities are a good setting for getting young persons involved in the issue.
· Religious orders in the diocese may have interest in marketing the cards at events or with their orders.
· Ethnic ministries in the diocese may have an interest in marketing the postcards.
· Dioceses can also choose to use the electronic postcard available through the JFI website.  Interested persons can log on at justiceforimmigrants.org. and send the postcard through the website.
